With respect to City Closed Session Agenda Item No. 2.b., there was reportable action in
the form of indicating the completion for the presence of debris removed for the property. Except
as indicated, there was no other reportable action under the common law attorney-client privilege
and that provided by Government Code Section 54956.9(d)(1).

With respect to City Closed Session Agenda Item No. 2.c., there was direction given to the
City Attorney, however, that direction is not reportable action under the common law attorney-
client privilege and that provided by Government Code Section 54956.9(d)(1).

There was no reportable action with respect to Closed Session Agenda Item No. 3.,
consistent with the provisions of Government Code Section 54957.1. The City Attorney was not
present during the consideration of City Closed Session Agenda Item No. 3.

Permanent Local Housing Allocation (PLHA) Program Initiative

RECOMMENDATION

Adopt a Resolution of the City Council of the City of American Canyon delegating American Canyon’s
Permanent Local Housing Allocation (PLHA) funds to the City of Napa to facilitate new low-income
housing with an Accessory Dwelling Unit assistance program; and authorize the City Manager to
execute an Agreement with the City of Napa to administer the PLHA program.

BACKGROUND & ANALYSIS

In 2017, Governor Brown established the Building Homes and Jobs Act (SB 2) to fund affordable
housing with a $75 recording fee on real estate documents. Known as the Permanent Local Housing
Allocation (PLHA) program, SB 2 provides a permanent, on-going five-year funding allocation to local
governments for unmet housing needs in their community. The PLHA program funds are allocated
by the California Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD).

The current 2019 to 2023 five-year period is anticipated to generate $704,612. The City of American
Canyon must submit a plan to HCD to use the funds by October 31, 2022 or lose current and future
fund allocations.

For many years, the City of Napa has provided housing-related services on behalf of the City of
American Canyon. Napa has the expertise and procedures to provide a full range of housing services
through a collaborative and cost-effective partnership with excellent customer service. Given the
imminent deadline to apply for PLHA funds, we are fortunate to receive the City of Napa’s offer to
provide PLHA services to the City of American Canyon.

The City of Napa allocates its PLHA funds for: 1) Homeless Services; and 2) Accessory Dwelling Unit
(ADU) construction. The City of Napa would offer either of the two services to the City of American
Canyon through a cost-neutral agreement. Although SB 2 allows a wider variety of affordable

housing programs, American Canyon lacks the staff and expertise to administer PLHA funds for an

alternative housing program.



As stated earlier, the PLHA funds are intended to be used for an unmet housing need. Among the
two PLHA housing services offered by the City of Napa, American Canyon supports homeless
services and projects through a) participation in the Countywide Continuum of Care; b) support for
Section 8 vouchers for veterans experiencing homelessness (most recently at Valley View); and c)
recent approval of 32 dwelling units for Extremely Low-Income residents earning a maximum of 30%
AMI in the Lemos Pointe and Napa Cove apartment projects.

By contrast, the City has no program to provide ADU financial incentives beyond State Law
mandates. The PLHA funds could fill this unmet need by providing ADU financial incentives.

The PLHA allocations can be modified in the future. However, any change equaling 10% or more
requires submitting an amended plan to HCD.

Draft 6th Cycle Housing Element Consistency

The City’s Regional Housing Needs Allocation (RHNA) requires the City achieve 278 Low Income
(50%-80% AMI) and Very Low Income (<50% AMI) dwelling units over an 8-year period between
2023-2031. ADUs constructed in American Canyon, including the PLHA program, would count
toward satisfying the Low-Income and perhaps Very Low-Income dwelling unit RHNA allocation.

Because ADUs are an important source of housing affordable to lower income residents, the draft
6th Cycle Housing Element includes several programs to encourage ADU construction in American
Canyon. These include:

e Program F calls for the City to provide Accessory Dwelling Unit incentives over the upcoming
8-year Housing Element term (2023-2031);

e Program M calls of the city to identify and apply for housing related funding to assist in the
development of affordable housing; and

e Program S calls for the city to partner with the City of Napa to take advantage of
administrative resources to receive affordable housing funding.

The PLHA program would provide needed funds to fulfill the ADU incentive programs in the 6th
Cycle Housing Element.

What does an ADU Cost to Build?

The popularity of building ADUs in American Canyon has steadily increased over recent years. But
ADU construction costs can be a major financial constraint. According to the Napa Sonoma ADU
Center, converting an existing interior space (such as a bedroom) to create a 600 square foot, 1-
bedroom, 1-bathroom ADU in American Canyon would cost approximately $77,000. That same size
ADU built as a new detached ADU would cost approximately $275,000. A photo illustration of ADUs
is included as Attachment 2.
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City of Napa Accessory Dwelling Unit Assistance

The proposed City of Napa agreement would enable American Canyon residents to take advantage
of technical assistance and below market rate forgivable/deferred financing to create an ADU or a
Junior ADU (JADU) on their property. (See Attachment 2 for a description of each type of ADU).

The PLHA program requires the ADU/JADU be rented at prices affordable to tenant(s) with a
household income no more than 80% of the Napa County Area Median Income (AMI). For example,
the current maximum rent for a 1-bedroom ADU rented to a household earning no more than 80%
AMI would be $1,514 per month (source: City of Napa). This rent is adjusted each year based upon
changes to Napa County’s AMI. The household income of tenants and rents for ADUs constructed
under this program would be monitored annually by the City of Napa.

Because ADUs are rented at prices affordable to Low-Income households (maximum 80% AMI) and
possibly Very Low-Income households (<50% AMI), homeowners that take advantage of this
program would receive:

e A deferred no-interest loan up to $75,000 for a JADU and $100,000 for an ADU.

e Loans up to $75,000 will be “forgiven” by 5% each year as long as the units remain affordable
to Low Income residents. After 20 years, the loan balance reaches $0.00 with no cost to the
homeowner.

With $75,000 to $100,000 assistance, ADUs become considerably more affordable to create than
most any other type of housing. Plus, ADU property owners earn rental income that would fund
ADU management costs (i.e. tenant selection, insurance, accounting, construction loan, property
taxes, income taxes, upkeep) and hopefully a surplus to offset the high cost of their primary
residence.

For homeowners considering an ADU on their property, the City is a partner with the Napa Sonoma
ADU Center. The friendly and knowledgeable staff at the Napa Sonoma ADU Center provide a one-
stop shop to access many unbiased, free tools and resources to help homeowners get started on
their ADU and Junior ADU projects. The Napa Sonoma ADU Center can be access online at this

COUNCIL PRIORITY PROGRAMS AND PROJECTS
Organizational Effectiveness: "Deliver exemplary government services."

FISCAL IMPACT

As currently proposed, the PLHA program funds are derived from the State of California. The PLHA
Program limits administrative costs to no more than 5 percent of the grant appropriation. So, there
is no direct impact to the general fund.

The City of Napa, to be fiscally prudent in providing its services to the City of American Canyon and



other jurisdiction clients, intends to conduct a fee study to determine whether the cost to provide
this service can be accomplished within 5 percent of the grant. If the service cost exceeds 5 percent,
the city will fund the service cost gap. Since the service cost study has not yet started, the fiscal
impact is not yet determined.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW

The proposed funding allocation and contract is not a project under CEQA and are therefore not
subject to environmental review.

DELEGATION AGREEMENT
Between the City of American Canyon and the City of Napa
City of American Canyon Contract Number
City of Napa Contract Number

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this ___ day of October 2022 (“Effective Date”), by and
between the City of Napa, a California charter city, hereinafter called "Napa"; and the City of American
Canyon, a California municipal corporation (hereinafter called “American Canyon”) jointly referred to as
"Parties". Any capitalized terms used by not defined herein shall have the meaning ascribed to such
terms in the PLHA Program Guidelines (defined below).

RECITALS

A. The State of California Department of Housing and Community Development ("State") is authorized
to provide up to $335 million to Cities and Counties for assistance under the SB 2 Permanent Local
Housing Allocation Program ("PLHA Program") Formula Component from the Building Homes and
Jobs Trust Fund (as described in Health and Safety Code section 50470 et seq. (Chapter 364,
Statutes of 2017 (SB2))

B. The State issued Permanent Local Housing Allocation Final Guidelines ("PLHA Program
Guidelines") in October 2019.

C. The State issued a Notice of Funding Availability ("NOFA") dated August 17, 2022, under the PLHA
Program.

D. Napa has previously submitted an application for and administered PLHA Program Funds, and
American Canyon is eligible to submit an application for and administer PLHA Program Funds.

E. Section 300(c) of the PLHA Program Guidelines allows a local government to delegate another local
government to submit an application and administer on its behalf its formula allocation of PLHA
Program funds, provided that the local governments enter into a legally binding agreement and the
funds are expended for eligible activities consistent with Program requirements.

F. American Canyon desires to delegate Napa to administer the receipt of PLHA Program funds on
behalf of American Canyon and act as the Applicant to the State for the funding.

G. American Canyon intends to use its PLHA Program funding for the development of junior and other
accessory dwelling units to be administered by Napa.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises, recitals and other provisions hereof, the
Parties agree as follows:
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SECTION I. GENERAL

A. Responsible Officers. American Canyon hereby authorizes Napa to submit an application to the State
for PHLA Program funds, to act as the Applicant on American Canyon’s behalf, including administration
and Activity delivery for the PHLA Program Funds allocated to American Canyon in accordance with the
PLHA Program Guidelines and this Agreement. American Canyon hereby authorizes the City Manager of
American Canyon to act as the responsible officer for American Canyon under the Program and this
Agreement. Napa hereby authorizes the City Manager or Deputy City Manager to act as the
responsible officer for Napa under the Program and this Agreement.

B. Full Cooperation. Parties agree to fully cooperate and to assist each other in undertaking eligible
programs or projects as defined in Section 301 of PLHA Program Guidelines, including but not
limited to the development of affordable rental housing in the City of American Canyon.

C. Threshold Requirements for Participation. Parties understand and agree to comply with State's
threshold requirements for participation in the PHLA Program as follows:

a. Housing Element compliance: Napa as Applicant and the American Canyon as delegated City
must have a Housing Element that has been adopted by the local government's governing
body and subsequently determined to be in substantial compliance with state Housing
Element Law pursuant to Government Code Section 65585.

b. Housing Element Annual Progress Report (APR) compliance: Napa as Applicant and
American Canyon as the delegated City must submit to the State the APR required by
Government Code Section 65400 for the current or prior year.

D. Term of Agreement. The term of this Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date and
remain in effect for the term of the Standard Agreement executed by Napa on behalf of
American Canyon for the PHLA Program formula allocations (2019-2023), made available in
NOFAs issued by the State beginning in February 2020 and extending through 2024, including
any extensions of such Standard Agreement.

E. Scope of Agreement. This Agreement covers the PLHA Program funding administered by the
State that is awarded and accepted by American Canyon during the term of this Agreement.

SECTION Il. PREPARATION AND SUBMITTAL OF PLHA FUNDING APPLICATION AND PLAN

A. PLHA Application and Plan. Upon American Canyon’s submittal to Napa of the information
required to prepare a PHLA Program application, Napa shall prepare an application on behalf of
the City requesting the PHLA funds, in accordance with Section 302(c) of the PLHA Program
Guidelines and American Canyon’s PLHA Plan attached hereto and incorporated herein as
Exhibit A (“PLHA Plan”), which details how the allocated PHLA funds will be used for eligible
activities, how investments will be prioritized to increase the supply of housing for households
with incomes at or below 60% of Area Median Income, and how the Plan is consistent with the
programs set forth in American Canyon’s Housing Element. American Canyon will provide
evidence to Napa that the Plan was authorized by resolution by the City Council and that the
public had an adequate opportunity to review and comment on its content.



SECTION Ill. PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION

A. Responsibilities of Parties. The Parties agree, in the delegation of Napa as the administering local
government for the PLHA Program on behalf of American Canyon, that Napa shall be responsible
for execution of the Standard Agreements with State and the administration of the PLHA Program
in the City of American Canyon in accordance with the terms of this Agreement. Napa agrees to
perform necessary administrative tasks such as, but not limited to, preparation of documents for
environmental clearance under CEQA or NEPA, implementation of loan underwriting policies and
terms, execution and management of any loans made using PLHA funds, monitoring of programs
and projects as needed to fulfill PLHA requirements, and submittal of annual reports to State on
PLHA-funded activities. American Canyon agrees to fully cooperate with Napa in all things
required and appropriate to comply with Napa’s obligations under this Agreement and the
provisions of the Standard Agreement with State. During the first year of the five-year Plan term,
the Parties agree to meet on a quarterly basis to discuss the plans for the use of PLHA funds and
progress being made. Beginning in the second year of the five- year Plan term, through the end of
the fifth year, Parties will agree in writing to a meeting schedule which will provide adequate
opportunity for communication and decision-making. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary
set forth herein, any decisions regarding the appropriate level of environmental review required
under CEQA or NEPA, loan underwriting policies and terms, applicant eligibility, scope of work,
amount of loans, change orders, and other similar decisions shall be made by American Canyon
based upon a recommendation by Napa.

B. Separate Accounting of Funding. Napa agrees to set-up a process whereby American Canyon’s
PLHA funds are accounted for and reported separately from other PLHA funds to ensure that
funds are spent within American Canyon’s jurisdiction.

C. Program Administration Funding. In consideration of Napa’s agreement to be the administering

local government for American Canyon’s PLHA allocation and its assumption of the responsibilities

required hereunder, the Parties agree that the allowable Program Administration for the funding,
which is equal to a maximum of 5% of each year's allocation for each local government
jurisdiction, shall be retained exclusively by Napa for these administrative purposes.

D. Activity Delivery Funding. In addition to Program administration funding under subsection C,
American Canyon shall pay Napa for Napa’s time and expenses to provide direct activity delivery
for American Canyon’s PLHA activities. The rate for Napa’s time shall be the then-current fully
burdened overhead rate (the “Fully Burdened Overhead Rate”) for the employee performing the
Services, which is the hourly billable rate that captures all Napa costs associated with an
employee, over and above gross compensation or payroll costs, including payroll taxes, worker's
compensation, health insurance, paid time off, pension contributions, and other benefits.

Napa will submit a quarterly itemized report to American Canyon for the Services provided during
the preceding quarter. The invoice will identify the Services performed, the hours spent
performing the Services, the applicable Fully Burdened Overhead Rate(s), and any authorized
expenses. Napa will send the invoice to the State for payment on behalf of American Canyon.

E. Maintenance of Records. Napa shall maintain records of activities for any projects undertaken
pursuant to the PLHA Program, and said records shall be available for inspection by staff and/or
auditors representing American Canyon on reasonable notice during normal business hours.

SECTION IV. USE OF AMERICAN CANYON'S PLHA FUNDS

A. Junior and Other Accessory Dwelling Unit Development. Ninety five percent (95%) of American
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Canyon’s PLHA funds shall be used to provide forgivable loans and technical assistance grants to
private property owners for the creation of Junior and Other Accessory Dwelling Units on
private properties within the City of American Canyon. The main unit or the Accessory Dwelling
Unit must be a deed restricted rental for a period of 10 years to households not exceeding 80%
of Area Median Income. Napa shall prepare Accessory Dwelling Unit program guidelines for
approval by the City Manager (“ADU Guidelines”).

B. Project Assistance Criteria.

a. Targeting to the Lowest Income Households: PLHA funds can be used for households at a
variety of income levels, but are especially intended to be used to meet the housing needs
of households at or below 60% of Area Median Income. The expenditure of funds targeted
for affordability for these households will be prioritized for funding.

C. Funding Assistance in the Form of Loans. The Parties agree that any funding provided under the
PLHA program that is not a grant shall be provided to the property owner as a forgivable or no to
low interest loan. The loan shall be evidenced by a Promissory Note and secured by a Deed of Trust
in favor of American Canyon and recorded against the property. A Regulatory Agreement by and
between American Canyon and the property owner shall be recorded against the property and
restrict occupancy and rents for the terms identified in the City Manager approved ADU Program
Guidelines and OOR Program Guidelines.

D. Use of Program Income. The Parties agree that program income generated as a result of
American Canyon’s receipt of PLHA funds will be retained by Napa and utilized to fund future
PLHA-eligible activities in the City of American Canyon. Program income will include payments
from residual receipts, and accrued interest. Any monitoring fees will go to the City of Napa.

SECTION V. ADDITIONAL AGREEMENTS

A. Privileges and Immunities. In accordance with California Government Code section 6513, all of
the privileges and immunities from liability, all exemptions from laws, ordinances and rules, and
all pension, relief, disability, workmen’s compensation, and other benefits which apply to the
activity of the trustees, officers, employees or agents of the Parties when performing their
functions within the territorial limits of their respective public agencies, shall apply to them to
the same degree and extent while engaged in the performance of any of their functions and
duties associated with performance of this Agreement.

B. Indemnification. To the full extent permitted by law, Napa will indemnify, hold harmless,
release, and defend the American Canyon (including its officers, elected or appointed officials,
employees, volunteers, and agents) from and against any and all liability or claims (including
actions, demands, damages, injuries, settlements, losses, or costs [including legal costs and
attorney's fees]) (collectively, “Liability”) of any nature, arising out of, pertaining to, or relating
to Napa’s negligence, recklessness, or willful misconduct in the performance of its obligations
under this Agreement. Consistent with Civil Code Section 2782, Napa will not be obligated to
indemnify American Canyon for the proportionate share of the Liability caused by the American
Canyon'’s active negligence, sole negligence, or willful misconduct. To the full extent permitted



by law, American Canyon will indemnify, hold harmless, release, and defend the Napa (including
its officers, elected or appointed officials, employees, volunteers, and agents) from and against
any and all Liability of any nature, arising out of, pertaining to, or relating to American Canyon’s
negligence, recklessness, or willful misconduct in the performance of its obligations under this
Agreement and the Standard Agreement. Consistent with Civil Code Section 2782, American
Canyon will not be obligated to indemnify Napa for the proportionate share of the Liability
caused by the Napa’s active negligence, sole negligence, or willful misconduct.

Severability. If any term of this Agreement (including any phrase, provision, covenant, or
condition) is held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, this
Agreement will be construed as not containing that term, and the remainder of this Agreement
will remain in full force and effect; provided, however, this section will not be applied to the
extent that it would result in a frustration of the parties’ intent under this Agreement.

Governing Law, Jurisdiction, and Venue. The interpretation, validity, and enforcement of this
Agreement will be governed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of
California. Any suit, claim, or legal proceeding of any kind related to this Agreement will be filed
and heard in a court of competent jurisdiction in the County of Napa.

Attorney’s Fees. If any litigation is commenced to enforce or interpret this Agreement, the
prevailing party is entitled to reasonable attorney’s fees, costs, and expenses incurred.

Entire Agreement. This Agreement, including all documents incorporated herein by reference,
comprises the entire integrated understanding between the parties concerning the subject
matter hereof. This Agreement supersedes all prior negotiations, agreements, and
understandings regarding this matter, whether written or oral. The documents incorporated by
reference into this Agreement are complementary; what is called for in one is binding as if called
forin all. If any provision in any document attached or incorporated into this Agreement
conflicts or is inconsistent with a provision in the body of this Agreement, the provisions in the
body of this Agreement will control over any such conflicting or inconsistent provisions.

Interpretation. Each party to this Agreement has had an opportunity to review the Agreement,
and to consult with its respective legal counsel regarding the meaning of the Agreement.
Accordingly, Civil Code Section 1654 will not apply to interpret any uncertainty in the meaning of
the Agreement.

Modifications. This Agreement may not be amended or modified orally. No amendment or
modification of this Agreement is binding unless it is in a writing signed by both parties.

Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each one of which is deemed
an original, but all of which together constitute a single instrument.

Signatures; Electronic Signatures. The individuals executing this Agreement represent and
warrant that they have the right, power, legal capacity, and authority to enter into and to
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execute this Agreement on behalf of the respective legal entities of Napa and American Canyon.
The parties agree that this Agreement may be executed and transmitted electronically and that
electronic signatures shall have the same force and effect as original signatures in accordance
with the Electronic Signatures in Global and National Commerce Act, 15 U.S.C. 7001 et seq.; the
California Uniform Electronic Transactions Act, Civil Code Section 1633.1 et seq. and California
Government Code Section 16.5.

NOW THEREFORE, the Parties hereto have caused this Agreement to be executed and attested by their
proper officer thereunder duly authorized and their official seals to be hereunto affixed, all as of the
day first above written.

WHEREAS, the draft 6™ Cycle Housing Element “Program F” calls for the City to provide Accessory
Dwelling Unit incentives over the upcoming 8-year Housing Element term (2023-2031), “Program M”
calls of the city to identify and apply for housing related funding to assist in development of affordable
housing; “Program S” calls for the city to partner with the City of Napa to take advantage of
administrative resources to receive affordable housing funding; and

WHEREAS, the PLHA program would provide needed funds to fulfill the ADU incentive programs in the
6th Cycle Housing Element; and

WHEREAS, the City of American Canyon must submit an expenditure plan to the State Department of
Housing and Community Development by October 31, 2022 or risk losing allocated funds; and

WHEREAS, the City of American Canyon contracts with the City of Napa to provide housing-related
services through a collaborative and cost-effective partnership with excellent customer service; and

WHEREAS, the draft PLHA Plan in partnership with the City of Napa would establish that the City of
American Canyon intends to spend its allocated PLHA funds on Accessory Dwelling Unit incentives as
follows:

BACKGROUND & ANALYSIS

On May 6, 2021, City staff conditionally approved the improvement plans for Watson ranch
backbone utility infrastructure triggering the need for inspection services. The utilities will be
dedicated to the City upon completion and the inspection services will ensure the utilities are being
built according to City standards. It was requested of the City that the Agreement with Coastland be
administered by the City and reimbursed by the Developers as expenditures are incurred.

Coastland Civil Engineering has been providing the Inspection services within the Watson Ranch
Development for the City since August 2021. Task Order # 1 is specifically for Watson Ranch AC1
development and Task Order #2 is for other Watson Ranch developments. It was unclear how much
inspection time would be necessary a year ago and funding on both these task orders is almost
exhausted necessitating the need for an increase. Coastland has been delivering exemplary services
with consistent staff doing the onsite inspections, both the City and the Developers are satisfied
with the level of service.

Amendment #1 for Task Order #1 (Agreement #2021-A126) will increase the Task Order by $150,000
for a not to exceed of $400,000 is being brought to City Council for approval.

Amendment #1 for Task Order #2 (Agreement #2022-006) will increase the Task Order by $150,000
for a not to exceed of $195,000 is being brought to City Council for approval. In addition to the
amendments, staff is requesting an amendment to the Fiscal year 2022-23 budget appropriations for
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$300,000.

In summary, Amendment #1 for Task Order #1 (2021-A126) and Amendment #1 for Task Order #2
(2022-006) with Coastland Civil Engineering for inspection services for an amount not to exceed
$595,000 for the Watson Ranch Development.

BACKGROUND & ANALYSIS

The Devlin Road and Vine Trail Extension Project (TR14-0100) (“Project”) consisted of constructing
2,500 linear feet of a new two-lane road with a two-way center turn lane and a Class | multi-use

path, and included associated stormdrain and bioretention facilities, as well as streetlighting and

landscaping. The Project also included the construction of new sanitary sewer, domestic water,

reclaimed water, and joint trench utilities to improve the City’s distribution and collection systems,

and support future development.

The City solicited competitive bids for the Project and opened bids on November 10, 2020. DeSilva
Gates Construction LP (DGC) was determined to be the lowest responsible and responsive bidder,
with a bid of $4,723,732.00. On November 17, 2020, the City Council authorized the award of the
construction contract with a not to exceed Project Budget of $8,376,491 (R2020-99).

DGC has completed the contract work, including Contract Change Order Nos. 1 through 9, to the
satisfaction of the Public Works Director, at a final contract cost of $5,232,185.82. Staff recommends
the Council accept the work as complete, approve a Notice of Completion, and authorize the release
of Retention payment to DeSilva Gates Construction.

COUNCIL PRIORITY PROGRAMS AND PROIJECTS
Infrastructure: "Develop and maintain infrastructure resources to support sustainable growth."
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FISCAL IMPACT

The contract award was made to a low bid that was significantly below the Engineer’s Estimate

during advertisement. Hence, the Project Budget was subsequently reduced to $5,944,163.

The total construction contract amount including all CCOs is $5,232,185.82.

Hence the Project Budget is sufficient to close out the Project. However, the Project Budget does
need to be amended to reconcile a fund source that was previously identified. Per the Napa Logistics
Park Phase 2 Subdivision Improvement and Reimbursement Agreement (2018 OR 0024204), Item
2.a, the Developer was responsible for the construction of a new recycled water main from Green
Island Road to Napa Logistics Park. As provided for in the agreement, the Developer requested that
the City install the recycled water improvements as part of the Devlin Road Project, with the
understanding that the Developer would reimburse the City for the costs. The costs for the recycled
water improvements amounted to $327,877.20, which the City invoiced, and the Developer has
reimbursed. Staff recommends the FY22/23 Capital Budget be amended to include the Developer
reimbursement, and the Project Budget be amended to encumber said funds for the Project.

BACKGROUND & ANALYSIS

On December 15, 2015, the Planning Commission approved the Napa Logistics Park Phase 2
Conditional Use Permit (Resolution No. 2015-09) to develop the 173 acres with up to 2,271,000
square feet of warehouse, distribution, e-commerce, manufacturing, and accessory retail/office
space uses. Per CUP Condition #16b, the project was required to decommission the City's existing
18-inch sanitary force main within the project site boundaries and install new gravity sanitary sewer
main from the Green Island Road Pump Station.

On March 22, 2018, The Planning Commission approved the Tentative Map for the Napa Logistics
Park Phase 2 Project to subdivide the 173 acres parcel into four lots, public rights-of-way, and one

remainder parcel on APN 057-090-083 (Resolution No. 2018-06). Per Map Condition 39b, the project
was conditioned to design and construct offsite public gravity sewer and pump station to replace the

existing Green Island Pump Station.

On December 19, 2018, the City of American Canyon and DWF IV NLP Il, LLC, a Delaware limited
liability company, entered into a Subdivision Improvement and Reimbursement Agreement for the
development of Napa Logistics Park Phase 2 (Napa County Official Records 2018-0024204).
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On June 11, 2021, The City of American Canyon Public Works Department approved the City of
American Canyon New Green Island Road Sewer Pump Station Improvement Plan (Exhibit A).

On October 11, 2022, the project engineer, submitted a letter certifying the improvements and
grading associated with the project have been constructed in substantial conformance with the
approved plans and any subsequent revisions (Exhibit B).

On October 11, 2022, the project engineer submitted the Project Record Drawings (Exhibit C). The
New Green Island Road Sewer Pump Station associated with the Napa Logistics Park Phase 2 Project
have been completed to the City’s satisfaction. Therefore, it is appropriate to accept them into the

City’s system for operation and maintenance.

COUNCIL PRIORITY PROGRAMS AND PROIJECTS
Infrastructure: "Develop and maintain infrastructure resources to support sustainable growth."

FISCAL IMPACT

All costs associated with the operation and maintenance of the public facilities will be the
responsibility of the City.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW

Pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act, the Final Environmental Impact Report for the
Project was presented at a noticed public hearing held on December 15, 2015. The Planning
Commission adopted Resolution 2015-08 recommending that the City Council adopt the Mitigation
Monitoring and Reporting Program.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF AMERICAN CANYON TAKING THE FOLLOWING
ACTION IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE NAPA LOGISTICS PARK PHASE 2 PROJECT: ACCEPTANCE OF THE
NEW GREEN ISLAND ROAD SEWER PUMP STATION ASSOCIATED WITH THE NAPA LOGISTICS PARK
PHASE 2 PROJECT.

WHEREAS, on December 15, 2015, The Planning Commission approved the Napa Logistics Park Phase 2
Conditional Use Permit (Resolution No. 2015-09) to develop the 173 acres with up to 2,271,000 square
feet of warehouse, distribution, e-commerce, manufacturing, and accessory retail/office space uses. Per
CUP Condition #16b, the project is required to decommission the existing 18-inch sanitary force main
within the project site boundaries and install new gravity sanitary sewer main from the Green Island Road
Pump Station; and

WHEREAS, The Planning Commission approved the Tentative Map for the Napa Logistics Park Phase 2
Project to subdivide the 173 acres parcel into four lots, public rights-of-way, and one remainder parcel on
APN 057-090-083 (Resolution No. 2018-06). Per Map Condition 39b, the project is conditioned to design
and construct offsite public gravity sewer and pump station to replace the existing Green Island Pump
Station; and

WHEREAS, on December 19, 2018, the City of American Canyon and DWF IV NLP Il, LLC, a Delaware limited
liability company, entered into a Subdivision Improvement and Reimbursement Agreement for the
development of Napa Logistics Park Phase 2 (Napa County Official Records 2018-0024204); and

WHEREAS, The City of American Canyon Public Works Department approved the City of American Canyon
New Green Island Road Sewer Pump Station Improvement Plan (Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, on October 11, 2022, the project engineer, submitted a letter certifying the improvements and
grading associated with the project have been constructed in substantial conformance with the approved
plans and any subsequent revisions (Exhibit B); and

WHEREAS, on October 11, 2022, the project engineer submitted the Project Record Drawings (Exhibit C).

WHEREAS, The New Green Island Road Sewer Pump Station associated with the Napa Logistics Park Phase
2 Project have been completed to the City’s satisfaction. Therefore, it is appropriate to accept them into
the City’s system for operation and maintenance.
